Group Leader

Each group of families must have a responsible leader. This leader shall check in with the Camp Host upon arrival and check out on departure. The leader will be responsible to see that the pool, waterfront, boats, and all equipment are supervised and properly cared for, and that the facilities used are left clean and in order.

Safety Regulations


- Food is not allowed in sleeping quarters


- No pets allowed and no provisions for pets available


- Life jackets must be worn when using watercrafts


- Park in designated areas only


- Camp fires in designated areas only with Host’s permission


- No firearms on premises


- Alcoholic beverages are not allowed on premises


- Smoking allowed only in designated areas

Waterfront

Waterfront facilities such as the dock, slide, diving boards and equipment in the swimming area are available to camp guests. Due to the dangers involved, it is required that there be no swimming after dark, no pushing or throwing people in the water, and no swimming outside the swimming area without proper precautions. If swimming privileges are not properly supervised, they may be revoked.

Indoor Pool

Registered guests may use the indoor pool. Groups are required to provide their own supervision. The pool is closed from sundown Friday to sundown Saturday.

Boating Equipment

Canoes are available during the spring and fall for registered camp guests. Along with the right to use these comes the responsibility to take care of them. If the camp host determines that the boats are not being used safely and properly, they will be locked up. Anyone using camp boats must wear a life jacket, provided by the camp at all times.

Powerboats

Powerboats owned by the camp may be rented to the groups if a boat and a driver are available. There will be additional charge for this and prior arrangements must be made.

Privately Owned Powerboats

Privately owned powerboats may be used in compliance with Idaho state law. Owners need to check in with the Camp Host to learn of safety procedures followed by the Camp. Camp MiVoden accepts no liability for privately owned boats.
