Guitar Course Outline

Objectives: 
1. To teach awareness of all the different types of guitar music.  Everything from the 1600s to the present day.  Examples include classical music (for guitar, as well as other transcriptions), transcriptions of romantic period music as well as operettas, Spanish guitar, and flamingo styles, jazz guitar, and modern rock guitar.
2. To teach students to read notes as well as tablature.

3. To teach proper handling, care, and basic repair of the guitar.

4. To teach simple theory, including basic 1-4-5 chord progressions, and fretboard theory (1st and 3rd position chords.

Monday:   
1. Introduce yourself, share personal musical history (5 min)

2. Get names and history of musical experience, ask about expectations (5 min)

3. Show and hand out instruments if students didn’t bring their own (10 min)

4. Play Rondo, Sarabande, Courante (15 min)

5. BREAK

6. Rest of class—workshop, learning chords Em, Am, A7

Tuesday:  
1. Discuss rock and jazz music, roots from country western and blues; simplistic mostley (5-10 min)

2. Play Erotomania, Crystal Planet, Time, etc. (15 min)

3. BREAK

4. Discuss music reading (FACE and EGBDF) (10 min)

5. Rest of class—workshop, learning chords G, C, D

6. Discuss modern jazz and similar evolution from rock guitar
Wednesday:  

1. Discuss Spanish influence on classical guitar as well as modern (5-10 min)

2. Play Prelude and Estudiado riliaente, Leyedeas, Recredous de las Alamians (20 min)

3. Contrast music from previous days, ask if anything is different for them, what they like, etc

4. BREAK

5. Workshop, add chords F, B flat, and C
Thursday:     

1. Discuss song services—different styles as well as what song services really means.  Stress “mirror from God” rather than self-glorification.  (5-15 min)

2. Play some favorite songs—students’ choices (15 min)

3. BREAK

4. Workshop, answer questions

Friday:          

1. Discuss modern transcriptions of classical guitar as well as operettas, tangos (10 min)

2. Play 2 tangos and intro to eyes of a Recelection

3. BREAK

4. General session, answer questions, play some music!
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
